Trentino’s geography

Level curves

On maps we can often see some 
lines: they are neither roads nor 
paths and they are a bit difficult 
to understand.
If you look at a map you will find 
many of these curves; some are 
thick and you can read a number 
with two zeros: this number 
marks the elevation of all the 
points on this line. You can see 
three more thin lines and then 
another thick one. 
Each of them indicates an 
altitude.

Imagine a cake with the shape 
of a cone. Cut it horizontally 
and then draw all the borders 
on a sheet.
You are drawing a map with the 
level curves.
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Now look at this game!
Look carefully at the first picture on the right and find out which 
mountain is represented with the level curves: you can see one 
single top and it goes up regularly. Write the number near the 
yellow box and look at the other pictures. You can ask for help, it 
isn’t easy!
